Golfology fore Cardiology Fact Sheet

Event Details:  The 3rd Annual Golfology fore Cardiology tournament will be held Monday, September 26 at Shadow Glen, The Golf Club, Olathe, KS.  Registration begins at 9:30 a.m. the shotgun start goes off at 10:30.  Lunch is served at the turn and the awards ceremony begins at 3:30.  Prizes will be awarded for a number of hole contests, including a $25,000 hole-in-one contest on Hole 12. Additionally, every player chooses a gift from an assortment of gift packages, each valued at $150.00.

Tournament Format:  Each amateur foursome will be teamed with a local club pro to form a team. The format is a shamble, where each foursome chooses the best drive (including the pro’s drive) and each member then plays his or her ball from that point forward.  The team’s lowest two scores (which can include the pro’s score) count for the total hole score.  The pro plays his/her own ball throughout the hole and will compete against the other pros playing in the tournament for a $5000 purse.  

Tournament Beneficiary:  The Golfology fore Cardiology tournament has already raised $80,000 to establish and support a unique preventive vascular disease program.  The Cardio-Metabolic Program being piloted by the Center for Advanced Heart Care at University of Kansas Hospital targets patients who suffer from such issues as obesity, high blood pressure or diabetes. The goal is to work with these high-risk patients to reduce, and hopefully prevent, the potential for a cardiac event.  Funds raised by Golfology fore Cardiology have helped establish the pilot program in which participating patients visit the Center three times a week for six weeks for health screenings and to receive information and counseling on health and lifestyle changes. Additionally participants receive a comprehensive package of supplies designed to help them make the changes needed to improve their health. This package includes a pedometer, heart rate monitor, exercise bands and cook-books featuring heart-healthy recipes.   Thanks to money raised through the tournament, the Center for Advanced Heart Care is conducting research to validate the benefits of this unique prevention program. 

Heart Facts:  80 million Americans, 1 in every 3 people, suffer from cardiovascular disease.  The cost is staggering. According to the American Heart Association, in 2009 alone, the direct and indirect costs of cardiovascular diseases and stroke topped $475 billion.  The goal of Golfology fore Cardiology is to make it possible for the University of Kansas Hospital and the Center for Advanced Heart Care to help people who are at high risk for cardiovascular disease.
